. Various bushes and their communities thrive in the most places on the coast of the lake

. Talksa. Bird cherry (Paclus avium) grows in the moist and fertile soil, next to it glossy
buckthorn (Frangula alnus) might be found. The bush common in Lithuania, European fly
honeysuckle (Lonicera xylosteum) captures the attention with vividly red yet inedible
berries. Blackberries (Rubus) thrive under the
bushes and on the hill the deciduous rustle,
such as rowans (Sorbus), lindens (Tilia), maples
(Acer) and birches (Betula). Grassy plant of the
Jamily of orchis which is included to the Red
Book of Lithuania, orchid (Dactylorhiza
longifolia) might be found closer to the lake.
